
Your children's Sunday School experience 
begins in the Chapel. All children from 3 
years through 4th grade gather here first 
at 9:45 a.m. This gathering is designed to 
give the children a sense of community 
and to begin their appreciation of rever-
ence while in God’s house. The children 
will be welcomed by their SHEPHERD 
and/or VOLUNTEER.  Children ages 2 and 
younger go directly to their classroom. 

THE CHAPEL TIME DIRECTIOR will , 
collect offerings, sing praise songs, give 
attendance awards, make any pertinent 
announcements and close with prayer. 
Children will adjourn to the appropriate 
workshop room with their SHEPHERD. 
Three and four year old children will ad-
journ to their classrooms with their 
teacher.  
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Workshop Format 

  WORKSHOP LEADERS will introduce themselves to 
the STUDENTS and SHEPHERD explaining how their 
workshop relates to the overall theme. After a brief 
prayer, the Bible memory verse should be read...This is to 
reinforce the scripture…   All children should follow 
along and discuss the scripture and how it pertains to the 
lesson.   REMEMBER...the workshop lesson has a particu-
lar format (cooking, art, games, drama, computer) but the 
manner in which it is taught is based on the age and abili-
ties of the students.   

WRAP-UP TIME...is very important! The WORKSHOP 
LEADER will review the lesson and how it relates to the 
story/verse. Review what students have learned; recite 
the memory verse; and ask questions to stimulate ideas 
for reflection.  The WORKSHOP LEADER will lead the 
group in in a closing prayer. 

TIDY AND DISMISSAL...All children should assist in 
cleaning up the workshop prior to the end of the Sunday 
School hour. 

Pick Up:  Parents (not siblings) can pick their child up at 
the classroom.  Schedule of workshops and maps are 
available at the chapel entrance.

      We, at Winder FUMC, have    
adopted a  ROTATIONAL WORK-
SHOP format which differs from the 
TRADITIONAL Sunday School les-
sons you may remember from your 
own childhood.  

In traditional studies, a particular Bi-
ble story or verse is highlighted 
every week. This, in reality, means 
that your children have only ONE 
opportunity to hear, learn, and  in-
corporate this lesson.  We felt that 
in some cases, the children were not 
receiving the message in the short 
time allotted to Sunday School. After 
many meetings with parents, teach-
ers, other Methodist churches, and 
basically anyone else involved with 
our children, we made the decision a 
couple of years ago to implement 
this new rotational format.   

 

The purpose is simple….. 

TO REACH AND INSTILL GOD’S 
WORD TO AS MANY OF GOD’S 
CHILDREN AS WE POSSIBLY CAN.  

In contrast to traditional studies, the high-
lighted story/verse is related over several 
weeks through the following workshops: 

In a rotation learning setting, the same Bible 
story or theme is taught for several weeks. 
Each week, learners rotate to a different sta-
tion.  The story remains the same, but chil-
dren encounter it in different ways at each 
station.  Repetition is an important  part of 
rotational Sunday school.  The more different 
ways children explore a story or concept, the 
more it is reinforced in their memories.  The 
variety of experiences keeps interest high 
throughout the unit.  Teachers teach the 
same lesson, with age-level adjustments, for 
the length of the rotation.                       

Children experience the story in multiple, authen-
tic learning environments, which helps with reten-
tion for better integration of the faith story in 
their hearts and minds.
